The previously discussed status quo 
is also confirmed by opinions of 
respondents who were asked to 

compare the economic condition 
today with the condition in the 

previous year. It turns out that most 
respondents confirmed that the 
situation was worse than in the 

previous year Ҵas many as 62.7% 
responses. Every fourth respondent 
defined the economic condition as 

unchanged. Every ninth respondent 
concluded that the economic 

condition was better.   
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THE ECONOMIC CONDITION OF INDUSTRY

In 2022, respondents were much more 
likely to describe the economic situation 

of their industry as satisfactory - an 
increase of 11.7 p.p., while the 

proportion of indications describing the 
situation as good decreased by 7.1 p.p. 

and as bad - by 4.6 p.p.
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
